ñ24/7ò 
 

Definition :  Short for 24 hours/day, 7 days/week, meaning 
all the time; always available; without a break.

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June ï African -American Music History Month   

June is here, and with it comes a host of celebratory occasions. And while there are a number of things to 

commemorate in June, such as Fatherôs Day, the official start of summer or even Marilyn Monroeôs birthday, 

June is also African -American Music Appreciation Month . With that being said, letôs discuss what African -

American Music Appreciation Month  is and some of the legendary musicians who revolutionized not only African 

American music, but the music industry itself.  

In 1979, President Jimmy Carter declared the month of June to be Black Music Month, and since then, American 

presidents have encouraged Americans to celebrate Black Music Month. More recently, President Barack Obama 

announced the observance under its new title, African-American Music Appreciation Month, which is the term 

still used today. According to President Obama, ñWe celebrate African-American Music Appreciation Month to recall the known and unknown 

musicians who helped create this musical history. Their contributions help illumina te the human experience and spirit, and they help us reflect 

on our Nation's ongoing narrative.ò  

Within the many genres of music that our students listen to, including K -pop, J-pop, R&B, rap, and even rock nô roll, there is an undeniably 

strong African American influence. Every one of these genres can trace their roots back to the Blues. The Blues, which is one of Americaôs 

uniquely original musical genres, began primarily in the Africa n-American communities of the Deep South at the end of the 19th century. One 

notable Blues musician was Charles Patton, who is considered by many to be the ñFather of the Delta Bluesò and is credited with creating an 

enduring body of American music that in fluenced a countless number of musicians today. The Blues later developed into Jazz, which was 

dominated by greats such as Charlie ñBirdò Parker, Dizzy Gillespie, Miles Davis, John Coltrane and Art Blakey, just to name a few.  Later Jazz 

became Rhythm and Blues ï a combination of Blues and Jazz. Rhythm and Blues had a strong impact on rock nô roll and led to Soul music. To 

speed up this historical journey, Soul music progressed into Funk music, which developed into Disco music. Then, after the decline of Soul and 

Disco, Contemporary R&B evolved, which is still prevalent today. 

Contemporary R&B is now a dominant genre on which so many other musical genres are based. Its influence can be heard in many 

contemporary recordings, including J -pop and K-pop. So the next time you are listening to Kat -Tun, Girls Generation or X-Japan, remember, 

this music wouldnôt even exist without the contributions of African American musicians. Have a happy African-American Music Appreciation 

Month!
